From Alino after parking, a private road leads to the villages of Ca' Boffelli and Vettarola. The hike starts 

from Vettarola, which, like Ca' Boffelli, is a small hamlet of S. Pellegrino Terme, located on the southern 

slopes of Mount Molinasco. Where, at the point where the asphalt road ends, a dirt track begins, 

passing through a characteristic subway, open in the centre of a rustic house, and leading into a 

courtyard between the houses.
